There was additional discussion regarding possible author visits  in the future.

Mrs. Stevens has flash drives available for students who do not have access to computers at home.  The flash drives can be taken to the Willoughby Eastlake libraries and used there for access to school programs.  

Gifted Coordinator Report:  Mrs. Ciferno also discussed the testing that is going on district-wide.  She also discussed the GEIS (Gifted Education Improvement Survey) which is in the process of being developed.  There will be both an on-line survey and paper survey which will be distributed.  

Fine Arts Enrichment at Washington has been in development and it has been determined that Tuesday, May 10th will be a Fine Arts Showcase Night at the Willoughby School of Fine Arts.
